1. The meeting opened at 1:03pm with a moment of silence.
2. Approved minutes from the October 20, 2015 meeting.
3. Approved a permanent number for  REL 122: Men, Masculinities and Religions.
4. Approved the revised proposal for a Cyber and Network Security (CNS) major.  Action Item:  Michael will notify the department of the approval and ask them to make a few corrections in the proposal to numbers of credits required.  When the department sends the corrected proposal to Edwins, he will submit it to Clerks.
5. Discussed the proposal for a PPSE: Cape Fear River Basin Studies (CFRB) minor.
a. The proposal was not submitted by the department coordinator, which is required.
b. There should be separate syllabi for the 200 and 300 level versions of the CFRB Planning Seminar.
c. The learning outcomes for the minor should be examined and strengthened:
i. Consider how they will be assessed.  More detail may be required, especially for number 3 and 4. 
ii. The outcomes should reflect the consensus of the faculty within the Environmental Studies department.
iii. The learning outcomes for the CFRB Planning Seminar are the same as for the minor; they should be different.
d. Coherence of the minor is a concern.  What is the common thread of the courses proposed for the minor?  Consider adding a four-credit capstone course.
e. Will a student majoring in Environmental Studies be allowed to also complete CFRB as their minor?  
f. Action Item:  Karen will communicate the above concerns and questions to the Environmental Studies department.
6. Approved a permanent number for MUS 265: Music Recording and Production.
7. Due to time constraints, consideration of the proposal for a Sustainable Food Systems major was delayed until next week’s meeting.  However, it was noted that a stronger case for demand for the major was needed.
